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THE FINDINGS OF THE STUDY 

The Present study has Its sIgnIfIcance for Teacher TraInIng 

InstItutIon as also PractISIng Teachers SInce classrooms 

have been found to be SIgnIfIcant places where a properly 

organlsJ clImate can enhance learnIng. The classrooms are 

not places where pupIls get togther for the purposes of 

learnIng but upon theIr assembling as a formal group, they 

are governed by SOCIal dynamICS of the group, teacher 

InteractIons and pupIl-pUPIl InteractIons. 

There are varIOUS components WhIch can be called as 

routIne ones and WhICh have an a ll~e perceptIons between 

hIgh and low but there are some varIables where the hIgh 

achIevers have theIr commendatIon. These can be explored 

further for developIng a new pedagogIcal dImenSIon of school 

learnIng.
