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Pandey (2007) Studied whether teachers have the relationship with 

awareness of and adherence to values inherent in Fundamental Duties. 

The sample comprised of 900 teachers of both sexes (450 male & 450 

female) Teaching in Govt. aided and recognized, primary and secondary schools 

located in urban and rural, areas of Varansi and tribal, areas of Sonebhadra 

district Following tools were used. 

(1) Fundamental Duties awareness. Questionnaires for teachers. (FDAQT) 

constructed by the investigator. 

(2) Value Inherent in Fundamental, Duties questionnaire for Teachers 

(VFDQT) prepared by Pandey. 

The Following fmdings were observed 

There exists significant positive relationship between awareness of and 

adherence to value inherent in the Fundamental Duties among primary male 

teachers. Contrary to this for environmental and low abiding Values, no such 

significant relationship was observed. For female primary school, teachers it 

was observed that adherence to values inherent in the Fundamental. Duties 

strengthens with increase in awareness of Fundamental Duties. 
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For male pnmary teachers, adherence to patriotic, Social, cultural, 

spiritual, Knowledge and excellence value increases upto awareness of 

Fundamental Duties. 

For Female pnmary teachers, adherence to patriotic, cultural, 

environmental, and law abiding value strengthens with increase in awareness of 

Fundamental Duties. 

There is no significant difference between competent incompetent, male 

teachers on aesthetic, social and humanistic value. 

But in comparison to incompetent female teachers the competent female 

teachers were found to have higher mean scores on knowledge, creative by and 

humanistic and religions. 

In case of economic and political Value, incompetent teachers had scored, 

significantly higher mean value than competent Teachers. 
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
