Sustainable Development
The concept Sustainable Development comprise two words sustainable and development. The Word ‘sustainability’ is derived from the Latin word ‘sustainer’ which means ‘to hold up’. The dictionary meaning of sustain is ‘maintain’, ‘support’ or ‘endure’. Sustainability is environmental, economic, and social well-being for today and tomorrow. The concept of sustainability encompasses not only environment but also poverty, health, food, security, democracy, human rights and peace.
Sustainable development refers to a mode of human development in which resources use aims to meet human needs while preserving the environment so that these needs can be met not only in the present but also for generations to come.
Education for Sustainable Development
Education for sustainable development are interchangeable terms describing practice of teaching for sustainability. Education is an essential tool for achieving sustainable development and highlighted areas of action for education. The Recent changes in service learning, a focus on literacies and skill, standards and support interdisciplinary thinking, and role of sustainability encourage people to understand the complexities of and synergies between, the issue threatening planetary sustainability and understand and assess their own values and those of the society in which they live in the context of  sustainability.
Education for sustainable development means to engage people in negotiating a sustainable future, making decisions and acting on them. It is generally admitted that education for sustainable development must be customized for individual learners. Education for sustainable development allows every human being to acquire the knowledge, skills, attitudes, and values necessary to shape a sustainable future.

Role of Teacher in Education for Sustainable Development
1. Awareness: Schools, colleges and universities should create awareness and understanding among students for sustainable development. An individual or group can influence the life of others as well as the social, economic and environmental situations at local, regional, national and international level for the present as well as future generations. 
2. Capacity building and training: Emphasis should be placed on capacity building and training for sustainable development. Educational institutions should organize capacity building and training programs on education for sustainable development for students and teachers besides covering environment education, integrate population education and consumer education. 
3. Vision building: Education should provide vision building for sustainable development. It should provide vision to people, especially students and teachers to work for environment protection and conservation. The programs should be organized in the form of orientations and workshops, involving the local committees.
4. Cultivation of values: Educational institutions should cultivate values for sustainable development. They should develop strategies to cultivate values for sustainability through education. These values include the following. 
(I) Respect for cultural diversity and a commitment to build locally and globally a culture of tolerance, peace and non-violence. 
(2) Respect and commitment for protecting and restoring earth's eco-systems. 
(3) Respect for human rights of future generation and commitments to inter-generational responsibility. 
(4) Respect and care for the greater commonality of life. 
5. Population education: Population education should be provided for sustainable development. India's population in 1951 was only 36 crores. In 2011, it became more than 121 crores. It has increased more than three times. The fast population growth and the concomitant problems of poverty, lack of good health and educational facilities, malnutrition and non-fulfilment of even the basic needs of a vast majority of the population. paucity of employment opportunities, dwindling natural resources and consequent environmental degradation constitute critical dimensions of the present population and developmental phenomenon and thus posing a great danger to sustainable development. Population education makes the learners aware of the interrelationships between population and sustainable development. Thus it develops in them rational attitude and responsible behaviour towards population .and development issues. It also empowers them to take decisions on issues of population and development including those of reproductive health. 
6. Peace education: The very word 'peace' is inspiring. It represents whatever is good there is in life. Peace is complementary, fulfilling and most desirable embodiment of reverence, honour, adoration, admiration. dedication and devotion. Peace is a question of feeling and experiencing it. It is a state of mind that has to be experienced for oneself. Peace is the ultimate, absolute, everlasting and most desirable thing for an. human being. In the modern world, peace seems to be a dream. It seems to be far from the actual reality of the majority of the world's population. Frustrations, conflicts, barbarism, nepotism, violence and wars are 0 the rise all over the world. United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation (UNESCO rightly remarked, "Since war begins in the minds of men, it is in the minds of ‘men that the defenses of peace are to be constructed." Hence remedy lies in the minds of men. Human minds should be developed to work-to-wards peace. Any solution to environmental crisis requires environmental awareness and understanding, to be deeply rooted in our educational system at all levels. Therefore environmental education has great importance. Ignorant people and people who are indifferent to environment must be properly educated. Environmental education is a permanent process in which people become aware of their environment and acquire the knowledge, skil1s, attitudes, values, experiences, and also the determination which will enable them to act individually and collectively for solving present and future environmental problems for fulfilment of their needs without compromising those offuture generations.
