Prediction /Hypothesis of research was scheme programme benificial to meet with sustainable development and students to get aware with this development , specially student who belong to rural area for that Researcher studied participation of ‘Velahari School and Village’ in this scheme which got many prizes for environment friendly development Researcher collected data from School, Gram panchayat  prosiding, Interview of people, observing Broucher of School, Gram Panchayat. 
Also Researcher interviewed with 40 school Teachers which participate in this program for year 2015-16.
In the conclusion got result that such scheme abhiyan benificial for to give chance to students to work practically for Sustainable Development. Student in the village got many chance to work on ground for development and to encourage people to involve in programme for Sustainable Development and sustain it . Make Education for sustainable Development

With people participating budget in 1990-2004 Brazilian muncipalties spending greater on health and sanitation which useful to reduse  infant mortality rate (Goncalves, Sonia, 2014. p. no. 94-110). So it is needed to give chance to people or we can say to make programme for involve to people to meet with Sustainable Development, Such programme should more practical and making approach of people in this regard.

	Government Started this scheme with name as ‘Sane Guruji Swachch Shala’ from 2005 till it is on that name and continuously this implements in State. Any school of state can participate  in it, for to achieve in scheme, they have to fulfill Norm of get scheme.
	Norm of scheme include Toilet facility, Water facility, Waste Management inclued Human Waste in Toilet, Plantation, Helth of Student, Personal hygiene, Student work for encourage to people to Participate  in Sant Gadge Baba Abhiyan as ‘Swachchta Doot’ to participate in  school development etc. This  participation of People in scheme is part of Sant Gadge Baba Gram Swachchata Abhiyan which give more insist on Sustainable Development with concerning all part of society, with concerning to slove problem of unemployment by organising activity to make village Self Welthy Economy, with concerning with balancing environment for development, with Helthy Environment. Every year from 2001 villages in state participate in this Abhiyan and tried to fulfill norm of Abhiyan to get reward. The norm of Abhiyan include Water Management, Toilet Management, Waste Management, Waste in Home Management, surrounding cleanness, Individual hygiene of people, Family planning Programme in  village, Peoples Participation etc (G.R. , Dt. 15 Sept. 2008. p. no. 30-32, Appendix 3,9, 12).
In this Abhiyan and Sane Guruji Swachch School Scheme people Participiation most compulsory for that in whole months of participating Panchayat  Raj levels organizing many Pragramme with school to aware people with norm and do work for that.
