NCERT Checklist for identification of dyslexic children

The dyslexic child has following characteristics:

Seems to be bright but perform poorly.

Cannot correctly recall oral instructions when asked to repeat them.
Confuses between right and left.

While reading , misses out lines or reads them twice.

Difficulty in synthesizing a word after spelling its component letters
(say b/e/g but cannot say beg or says bad).

Make wild guesses at words (huge for hurt, turned for trainer).
Reads words backwards {on for no , saw for was ).

Puts letters in wrong order (felt as left , act as eat ).

Shortens words (sunly for suddenly, member for remember).
Misreads words which looks similar (help for held, hose for horse.
Omits letter (limp as lip, went as wet).

Adds letter (What as Whart).

Does not pay attention in the class.

Has difficulty in recollecting words automatically.
