Sample
The present study used random incidental sampling for tf
investigation. The sample was drawn from students of class |
of 4 schools each of Bhopal and Shahdol districts. The tot:
number of students was 200 out of which 112 were male and
were females. Areawise, the number of students was rural 1¢

and urban 100.
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Instruments

The following instruments were used for data collection :
1. Pratibha Deo and Asha Mohan’'s achievement motivation
(test) scale.

2. Test of significance of difference between means.

Eindings

1. The findings based on the hypothesis were insignificant ir
case of the complete rurzal group study. In the urban grour
(within the group). In I categorical groups significani
difference ’ w#s found and in the remaining thres ne
significant diffearence was found. The gQroups hnaving

significant difference weres : Benesral-s8T, Sc-ST, and ST-0BC.

- There is no significant difference found in th

&. There in the case of comparision of rural sample with that
of the urban sample gender wise, only the difference among
the rural girls - rural boys, rural boys—urban boys, rural
boys-urban girls was found ¢to be significant in the

achievement motivation test.

There was no significant difference found in the achievement
motivation among urban girls—-urban boys, rural girls—urban

girls and urban boys and rural girls.

Suggestions for further studies

As mentioned earlier the present study had to be delimeted
dus to the limitation of time and resources. Many aspects of
the problem and issues related with the problem may be taken
up forfurther studies. A number of suggestions regarding
further research are given as follows :-

1. The present study employed a self reporting instrument
for the assesment of n-ach. A parrellel study may be
conducted using a thematic apperception test on n-ach. eg.
one by Pryag Mehta.

2. There have been studies conducted on n—ach in relatior

to academic achievement making use of records of annual

examinations as source for collecting data regarding the
academic achievement. There 1is need for studying the
relationship between n—ach and academic achievement employing
standarized achievement test as tools.

Se A study of n—-ach among students of various courses at
college level may be desirable because the pupils are more
comitited to their subject areas at that level.

4, The study needs to be conducted relatively on large:
sample o that it should not be restricted only to a fel
schools beczuse limited sample does not regpresent a tru
sample.

S5. A study can be conducted to expicore the factors whic
support in developing n—ach and overcome anxiety.

b. Socio—-economic status is subject to modify. Apart fro
the s=ocio—economic status of parents of children school SE

can be included as one of the variables of the study.
