
CHAPTER-V

SUMMARY, MAJOR FINDINGS

5.1.0 INTRODUCTION

In this chapter, summary of the work done, implications of the study and also suggestions for
further research are given. There are many Acts about child rights. Recently, Right of Persons
with Disabilities Act-2016 is more comprehensive than the Persons with Disabilities (PWD) Act-
1995. Effective implementation of enacted act largely depends on the awareness and attitude of
stakeholders. In this context the pertinent question could be, ‘Is there adequate information to
teachers regarding RPWD Act? What is the nature of their opinion about vital aspects of the Act?
Researcher made an attempt, in this study, to find answers from empirical investigation. Findings
of the study have been presented in the fourth chapter.

5.4.0 SAMPLE

The sample consisted of 25 teacher from government schools at elementary level in Bhopal.
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5.5.0 VARIABLES

The independent variables in the present study are the awareness and attitude.

In the present study, the dependent variable is teacher at the elementary level.

5.6.0 TOOLS USED IN THE STUDY

Researcher used self-constructed tool that is questionnaire which contained 35 items on RPWD
Act with multiple choices to assess the awareness and attitude towards RPWD Act of
respondents.

5.7.0 MAJOR FINDINGS

1. Awareness of teachers with regard to RPWD Act 2016 is found to low;

2. Majority of teachers expressed positive attitude towards RPWD Act 2016.

3. Majority of teachers agreed that enacted act provides quality, equality and equity in education
to students with special needs.

4. Majority of teachers believe that implementation of enacted act requires collaboration among
teachers, school administrations and parents.

After analysing the entire findings researcher arrives at the conclusion that majority of the
teacher are having lack of awareness but, expressed positive attitude towards RPWD Act

Therefore, in the concluding remarks it is wished to state that passing an act is not sufficient The
need of hour is to implement and monitor the act properly. The government of India
implemented RPWD Act to encourage students with special needs. This Act playing very
important role in development of students with special needs. However, large amount of
potential students with special needs remain untapped due to lack of awareness. Therefore the
government has to bring awareness through conducting awareness programmes, interviews
panel discussion, seminars, workshops and symposiums.

1. There is need to conduct similar research on large sample

2. Studies on parent’s awareness about RPWD Act 2016 may be conducted
